Purpose

The purposes of the Information Literacy Mini-Grants are to enhance Information Literacy skills for students and/or faculty at IUP and to strengthen collaboration among library and other academic faculty. Grants may be used for:

These are seed grants to encourage future project development; therefore, we are highly interested in all sorts of beginning ideas for nurturing Information Literacy at IUP.

Criteria

Tenure track faculty are eligible to apply. Grant proposals will be awarded up to 10 points in each of the following categories for a maximum of 100 points:

· addresses one or more of the attached IUP Information Literacy Competency Standards

· collaboration with library faculty

· collaboration with other academic faculty

· completeness and clarity of proposal

· impact of project on student learning

· student centered pedagogy, if applicable

· impact of project on faculty professional development

· feasibility of project

· overall quality of proposal

· quality of budget rationale

Some Examples of Potential Projects Include

· development of a module or unit for:

· any Liberal Studies course (first year courses, LSBT 499)

· any discipline specific course  (first year through senior)

· any graduate seminar (research requirement courses)

· development of a faculty training workshop for your department or university wide

· creating a departmental plan for incorporating IUP Information Literacy Competency Standards within your major program

· auditing LIBR 151 Introduction to Library Resources

· attending an Information Literacy conference or sessions about Information Literacy at another conference
· any other great ideas you can come up with!!!!

Submission Date

The June 3, 2002 submission deadline is firm.  Please submit three copies of your proposal by 4:30 p.m. to the office of Dr. Rena Fowler in 203 Stapleton Library.

Anticipated Awards

The Task Force anticipates making 20 to 30 awards, offering as many as possible.  The opportunity for success by applicants is increased and participation is encouraged.

Starting and Completion Dates

You may begin your project as soon as you are notified that you have received an award.  A final report of the success of your project is expected by June 1, 2003.  The report should be submitted electronically in Word to the Chair of the Task Force.  A forum will be announced where you will be asked to share the results of your project.  

Proposal must include the following:

· Completed Cover Sheet (attached) with chair’s signature

· A 1-2 page proposal (maximum 2 pages or about 500 words) including:

· The goals and objectives that you have for information literacy and how it will be infused within the course or curriculum, if applicable.

· Names of library and other faculty collaborators (if applicable)

· If your proposal relates to a course, please also include:

· The number and name of the course on which you will be working to incorporate Information Literacy

· Expected enrollment and number of section(s) offered.

· Current syllabus

· Budget and rationale for how the $500.00-$1000.00 will be used
